I want to take this opportunity to thank every member who attended our annual meeting this year. The annual meetings are a great opportunity for you to have a dialogue with your elected Board and other association members. LEAF PICK-UP
We will have three leaf pickups in the fall and one in the spring.
The fall leaf pick-up schedule:


Week of October 24th


Week of November 7th


Weeks of November 21st thru December 4th
The spring leaf pick-up schedule:

Week of April 23rd

The leaf pickup machine is vacuum operated and pulls the leaves into a spinning blade that is very susceptible to damage from solid objects.  Please leaves only, no rocks, bricks, wire, branches, etc. As long as we follow these simple rules, we can continue to use the vacuum operated machine which has been a very cost effective method of picking up our leaves. If you have branches, set them aside in a bundle and they will be picked up.
DUNE RESTORATION PROJECT
Our Dune Restoration Project was started last fall. Using funding from the Lake Michigan Costal Grant, Save the Dunes developed a master plan for the restoration of our ailing fore dune. All of the future work will be funded by the Duneland Beach Homeowners Association using money budgeted for this and money donated by the Long Beach Civic Association. Grant money was used to develop a master plan and we have a group of 12 "stakeholders" from our community who have volunteered to head up this program. We have also involved Marquette High School students in this project. We started last fall our western boundary, working our way east, and we are starting again this fall east of Stop 33. There are many invasive species of plants and trees that are harmful to our dune and our objective is to remove these species to make way for the native species which will hold and protect our dune. Over the next few years you will see individuals pulling weeds, cutting down bushes and even removing trees. This is all under the direction of Save the Dunes in accordance with our master plan. As always, no individuals have permission to remove trees and brush from our lakeshore! We will be marking trees with orange paint that are invasive and should be removed at some point. We are planning our next working date for October 22nd from 9 am until noon and meeting at Stop 33. We will be posting the days and times of our fall working sessions on our website at www.dunelandbeach.net. Any and all volunteers are welcome to help. The more the merrier! This project is ongoing and will take several years to complete and then a lifetime to maintain.

BREAK-INS

For those of us that are full time, please help your part time neighbors by watching their homes during the weekdays and putting their garbage cans back near their homes after the Monday pick-ups. If you see vehicles in your area that seem suspicious, write down the date, time, description of the vehicle and license number. If you see anything suspicious at a neighbor’s home, call the police and let them investigate. The best way to catch them is through homeowner involvement, not the chance that the police will drive by while a crime is being committed.
